Saint of the Week  
St. Isidore of Seville 

 

Isidore was born in Seville 
around 560 into a noble family 
from Cartagena; his older brother 
Leander also became a saint.  
Educated in the monastic life, he 

was bishop of Seville after his brother Leander 
and directed the diocese for thirty-six years.  His 
ministry saw the conversion of the Arian 
Visigoths and the organization of the Spanish 
Church.  He presided over several councils and 
wrote many works, including the Etymologies, an 
encyclopedia of the knowledge of his time.  He 
died in 636 and was canonized in 1598. 
 

He is depicted in episcopal vestments. 
 

The name Isidore is from the Greek and means 
ñgift of Isis.ò

Reconciliation - Celebrated on Saturdays from 4:30-5:15pm and upon 
request. Communal Penance Services are held during Advent and Lent. 
 

First Eucharist and Confirmation - Ongoing catechesis is essential in 
the faith formation of the youth of Our Lady Peace Parish (OLP).  Therefore, 
any child must be enrolled continually from the First Grade, in either 
Columbus Catholic Schools or OLPôs Religious Education Programs, to 
receive either the Sacraments of First Eucharist or Confirmation.
