Saint of the Week  
Saint Bernardino of Siena 

 

Bernardino degli Albizzeschi was 
born at Massa Marittima, Italy, in 
1380.  A Franciscan priest, Bernardino 
was a firm preacher of penitence, 

condemning gambling, usury, superstition and 
political strife.  He spread devotion to the Holy 
Name of Jesus as a symbol of the Lord and three 
times refused the nomination as bishop.  He died 
in 1444 and was canonized in 1448.  He is 
depicted in a Franciscan habit and has a weary 
face; his attribute is the monogram of the name of 
Jesus (IHS), and he is often shown with three 
miters at his feet, symbolic of his three refusals of 
the post of bishop.  He is invoked against 
hemorrhages and hoarseness. 
 

St. Bernardino is the protector of preachers, publishers, 
woolworkers, weavers and boxers. 
 

The name Bernardino (Bernard) is of German 
origin and means ñbrave as a bear.ò
