St. Anthony Zaccaria 

 

Born at Cremona, Italy, in 1502, 
Anthony Zaccaria was first a 
doctor and then a priest.  To 
make up for the shortcomings of 

the Church, he formed spiritual groups of 
laymen and founded the Congregation of St. 
Paul (later known as the Barnabites).  He died at 
Cremona on July 5, 1539, and was canonized in 
1897.  He is depicted most often wearing the 
black cassock of the regular clergy; his 
attributes are the flowering lily and the crucifix. 
 

The name Anthony is from the Roman family 
name Antonius; Zaccaria is from the Aramaic 
and means ñGod remembers.ò
